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MDEANGUS


ARTICLE I:  NAME OF CORPORATION

The name of this organization shall be known as the Maryland Enlisted Association of the National Guard of the United States, Incorporated; hereinafter referred to as “The Association” or “MDEANGUS”.

ARTICLE II:  PURPOSE, OBJECTIVE, AND POWERS

Section 1.  The purpose of this organization shall be to:
a. Promote and maintain the integrity of the National and State Associations.

b. Promote and advance the professionalism, status, welfare, and unity of the Maryland National Guard enlisted force; and to foster their relationship with their civilian community, as well as their military community.

c. Promote and authorize the establishment of local unit, installation, and an auxiliary organization. 
d. Promote, establish and maintain benefit programs and trust funds and to invest and reinvest funds.  For example, scholarship funds, military benefits and development programs.  

e. Promote and support the objectives of the Enlisted Association of the National Guard of the United States (EANGUS).

f. Be a non-profit organization.

g. Not participate in partisan politics.

Section 2.  Powers:  The Association can be given full power to act on behalf of its members as necessary or appropriate to further its purpose, including but not limited to:
a. Receipt and collection of dues;

b. Acceptance of contributions;
c. Investment and reinvestment of funds; 
d. Lease or encumbrance of real or personal property or any part or parts thereof, and the conveyance by way of agreement and understanding or otherwise agreed upon;

e. Execution, performance, or cancellation and rescission of contracts of every kind;

f. Using all funds to promote the purpose for which the association was formed. 

ARTICLE III:  MEMBERSHIP

Section 1.  The classes of membership in the Association are:
a. Regular

1. Annual

2. Life

b. Associate

c. Honorary

d. Corporate

e. Auxiliary

Section 2.  Qualifications and requirements for classes of membership:
a. Regular – Upon application and payment of the required dues for either annual or life membership; membership may be issued only to enlisted personnel of all pay grades who are members of a Federally Recognized Unit of the Army National Guard or of the Air National Guard in the State of Maryland or retired enlisted members of the Army National Guard or Air National Guard in the State of Maryland, and/or as directed by the Board of Directors.

b. Associate – Upon application, payment of required dues and majority approval of the Board of Directors of the Association, a person who is not qualified to be an annual member and is a member or former member of any branch of the armed forces of the United States may be granted an Associate membership.  Associate members have no voice in the programs, operations, or hold offices of the Association; but are sympathetic to and may benefit by the Associations endeavors.

c. Honorary – The Board of Directors of the Association may, by majority vote, confer honorary membership upon any person who has rendered outstanding service to the United States, the State of Maryland, any political subdivision thereof, and the 
National Guard of the United States.  Honorary membership shall not have a voice in the programs, operations, or hold offices of the Association.

d. Corporate  – Upon application, payment of required dues and majority approval of the Board of Directors of the Association, a person or organization with a common interest in the purpose and objectives of the Association may be granted corporate membership.  Corporate members have no voice in the programs, operations, or hold offices of the Association.

e. Auxiliary – If you are the spouse or family member of an active, retired, or former Guard member who is a member of EANGUS, upon application, payment of required dues, and majority approval of the Board of Directors becomes a member.  

Section 3.  Membership Dues:
a. Regular – membership dues

1. Annual membership dues shall be $ 36.00 for all members regardless of rank.             ( $11.00 of the state dues will pay for National dues)
2. Life membership dues shall be half of the current annual membership fee multiplied by 25 years, plus the current national office life membership dues.
b. Honorary membership shall pay no dues.

c. Corporate membership dues shall be $100.00 per year, per corporate member or business.

d. Auxiliary dues shall be $36.00.

ARTICLE IV:  COMPOSITION 
Composition of the Association will be comprised of units and squadrons as identified and approved by the Board of Directors.  Should new units or squadrons be created, they will be inclusive.  
ARTICLE V:  MEETINGS AND CONFERENCES

Section 1.  Association Conferences and Meetings:  When possible the Association shall hold an annual conference, known as the Annual Business Meeting (ABM).  

Section 2.  Locations:  The annual conference will be held each year in the location to be determined by the Board of Directors at least 90 days prior to the event.  
Section 3.  Notification:  No less than 10, but 25 preferred, days before the date of any annual or special meeting or conference, the secretary shall email a written notice to each member notifying members of such a meeting or conference.  
Section 4.  Special Meetings or Conferences:  May be called by the President with the concurrence of a majority of the Board of Directors.

Section 5.  Special Meetings by Petition:  Twenty percent (20%) or more of the regular membership may call a special meeting by petition of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VI:  OFFICERS

Section 1.  Elective Officers:  The following Officers shall be elected by ballot at the Annual Business Meeting every even number year for a term of two (2) years:  President, two (2) Vice-Presidents (one Army and one Air), Treasurer, Secretary, and two (2) representative Members-At-Large (one Army and one Air).
Section 2.  Board of Directors:  The Board of Directors of this Association shall consist of the President, immediate past President, two (2) Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, Secretary and two (2) representative Members-At-Large.
Section 3.  The term of office shall begin from time of election at the designated Annual Business Meeting, until their successors are elected two years hence. 
ARTICLE VII:  AMENDENTS OF CONSTITUTION
Amendments of this constitution may be adopted by the affirmative vote of a majority at an annual meeting or special meeting called for that purpose.  The members will be given at least twenty (20) days written notice of the proposed amendment.
ARTICLE VIII:  NOTICE

Whenever notice to members is required, it shall be sufficient that such notice be emailed directly to each member. It is the responsibility of the member to keep their information current for proper notification.
ARTICLE IX:  NATIONAL AND/OR SPECIAL CONFERENCES OF EANGUS

Section 1.  Delegates on the voting floor to the annual and/or special Conferences of EANGUS shall consist of the following members President, one for each national officer residing in the state, and one based on membership.  Order of merit is determined by the President and by members in attendance at conference.
a. In the event State Association membership ever authorizes more delegates than can be represented by the above noted members, additional delegates will be appointed by the immediate President.
b.  The President may also decide which members will act as delegates on the voting floor during each business session.
Section 2.  Delegate Voting (National and Regional only):  Delegates will be charged to vote on items of business as directed by the Annual State Conference on items known to the State Convention at the time.  The President of the state delegation can waive this directive, if a change or amendment is made on issues known.  The delegate must be a member in good standing. 
Section 3.  Proxy Vote is not authorized.
Section 4: Absentee Voting for elections:  Every current paid annual or life member is authorized to cast one vote.  If the member cannot attend in person, votes may be sent in electronically at least 24 hrs prior to the close of voting to the Secretary and defaults to the Auxiliary President if the Secretary is not available.
ARTICLE X:  DEFINITIONS

Section 1.  When used in this Constitution and By-Laws the term shall mean:

a. MDNG:  Maryland National Guard

b. Unit or/Units:  any Federally Recognized National Guard Unit

c. Association:  Maryland Enlisted Association of the National Guard of the United States, Incorporated.

ARTICLE XI:  GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1.  Audit of Financial Records:  Financial records of the Association will be audited annually by a disinterested party or a committee as appointed by the Executive Council.
Section 2.  Quorum:  At least 50% of the Board of Directors shall be in attendance at any semi-annual or special meeting of the Board to constitute a quorum for conducting of business.  
Section 3.  Mobilization:  In case of partial mobilization of the MDNG, the Association shall remain active.  In case of total mobilization of the MDNG the Association shall become inactive and no business shall be executed except to meet obligations which shall have been incurred prior to such mobilization and all remaining funds shall be held in abeyance.
Section 4.  Demobilization:  The Association shall be reactivated upon reorganization of the MDNG following demobilization.
ARTICLE XII:  RULES OF ORDER

Section 1.  Roberts Rules of Parliamentary Procedure will be the governing body of any parliamentary disputes arising in any of the meetings.

ARTICLE XIII:  AMENDMENTS OF BY-LAWS    

Section 1.  Amendments of the BY-LAWS may be adopted by the affirmative vote of a majority at an annual meeting or special meeting called for that purpose.  Written notice of any proposed amendments will be given at least twenty (20) days prior to the meeting.  Such notice shall be sufficient, so if emailed as prescribed to the unit to which the members belong.

MDEANGUS BY-LAWS

ARTICLE 1:  EXECUTIVE COUNCIL – POWERS AND DUTIES 

Section 1.  The Executive Council shall have the power to act as a body for conducting any business that may come before the Association during the course of the year.
Section 2. The Executive Council shall have the power to fill any vacancy of officers that may occur between elections.  The Council shall also have the power to disqualify and remove officers.

Section 3.  The President shall preside at all meetings or conferences.  He or She will appoint a Senior Vice-President from two (2) elected (see Section 1, Article V of the Constitution of this Association) in their absence.  The President shall also perform such other duties as are customarily associated with his office.
Section 4.  The Senior Vice-President as designed by the President shall exercise all powers, authority, and duties of the President during the absence of the latter or his or her absence.
Section 5.  The Treasure will receive and disburse all moneys with due diligence.

 Section 6. Secretary shall prepare, maintain full and correct records of all meetings called by the President.  Perform other duties as the President deems necessary.  Maintain membership listings
Section 7.  The President, Vice-Presidents, and Treasurer will work with the Board of Directors on any expenditures and business that may come before the Association that is not otherwise authorized in the provisions contained herein.  
Section 8.  The Executive Council shall oversee the organization of chapters, if present.
ARTICLE II:  APPOINTED   POSITIONS 
Section 1.  The following positions  shall be appointed by the President with the confirmation of the Board of Directors at the close of the Annual Business Meeting or within thirty (30) days there from:  Secretary, Membership Chairman, Legislative Chairman, Resolution Chairman, Media  Chairman, Scholarship Chairman, By-Laws Chairman and any other committee chairman as the President deems necessary.
Section 2.  Appointive officers shall be appointed for a term of two (2) years and shall serve until their successors are appointed and qualified.
Section 3.  Duties of Appointed Positions;
a. Secretary: shall prepare, maintain full and correct records of all meetings called by the president, also known as the minutes.  Perform other duties as the president deems necessary.

b. Membership Chairman:  Shall set up and maintain a file of all membership application cards; work in liaison with the President for a good sound membership promotion activity.

c. Legislative Chairman:  Will perform the duties of Chairman to a committee to study and recommend all resolutions that are of a legislative nature; set a mutual meeting with the legislative committee of the Association and discusses pertinent legislative problems.

d. Resolution Chairman:  Will perform the duties of Chairman to a committee to study each resolution referred thereto.

1. Appoint an Army National Guard member of the committee to consider and report on resolutions pertaining to the Army National Guard.

2. Appoint an Air National Guard member of the committee to consider and report on resolutions pertaining to the Air National Guard.

3. Designate as required other sub-committee Co-Chairman.

4. Convene the full committee on resolutions to consider and act on the report of each sub-committee.

e. Scholarship Chairman:  Will perform the duties of Chairman to oversee the critiquing of submitted scholarship applications and voting to determine a scholarship winner.
f. By-Laws Chairman:  Will perform the duties of Chairman to ensure;
1. Each resolution may be revised, amended, or modified as desired upon consolation with the marker(s) of the resolution;
2. Each resolution shall be;
a. Recommended for adoption or

b. Rejected (by Executive Council)

g. Social Chairman:  Will perform the duties of Chairman of a committee set up by himself and the President to study and plan social activities for the membership of the Association and for the delegate at the Annual Business Meeting.  

Section 4.  The President with confirmation of the Board of Directors may remove appointed Committee Chairman.

ARTICLE III:  VOTING

Section 1.  All members of the Board of Directors are allowed one vote at any MDEANG meeting or conference.
Section 2.  Delegates at an annual conference are allowed one vote per allowed delegate.  The member heading up the Chapter delegation, if authorized, may have the privilege of voting his/her entire chapter delegate strength if so approved through previous caucus.
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
